ÂWonder of our salvation  
ÂThe totality with which God provides 

salvation to those who are sinners (1:18-3:21; 
5:8), ungodly (5:6); enemies (5:10) by nature 
condemned (5:12-21) solely on the basis of 
Christõs cross work of justification, 
redemption and propitiation (3:21-31) 
provided by simple faith (chapter 4) allowing 
us to have assurance of our reconciliation 
with God (5:1-11)ñtherefore we should seek 
to honor God with our lives.

Christõs cross work accepted through: 

ÂFaith alone (4) 

Âwith great benefits (5:1-11) 

Âfor a needy people (1:18-3:20; 5:12-21)
